1. Apologies were received from Chris Astill, Daphne Robinson and Paul 

Webb 
 

2. Peter Lowe from Woodland Trust attended and made the following 
points:- 

- Briefly set out his previous contacts with Piotr and Parish Council.  
- Said that WT undergoing a restructure soon – he is currently 

responsible for Lincolnshire, Derby and Notts.  
- WT has spent about £18,000 recently on Pinewoods – bridges, path 

widening, cutting back shrubs – this was a one off and in future 
only £200/300 would be spent annually. 

- Welcomed idea of community management so long as in accord 
with aims of WT and said that there was a precedent for leasing a 
wood to community group (Boston Woods Trust). WS asked to see 
copy of the Boston Woods Trust Lease – this agreed. Piotr agreed 
to find out how Boston Woods Trust structured from Adrian Isaac. 

- Basic terms would be – no development; free public access; 
managed on conservation grounds etc 

- Would be legal costs and peppercorn rent for 99 year lease. If the 
Parish Council is not the lessee we would need to set up a body 
(possibly Not For Profit Company Limited by Guarantee) to take on 
the lease – details of this to be decided with the Parish Council. 

- Once we are ready to go he would report to Property and 
Acquisitions group of WT for go ahead. 

Conservation v Amenity – views amongst the groups as to the level of 
management ranged from Tim and Yan who just wanted it tidied up to 
Piotr and Pamela who had more ambitious plans to be carried out over long 
time span. Peter said that area large enough to have different types of 
management – arboretum area, wet area for ponds etc. He did not favour 
planting rhododendrons partly because of encouraging sudden oak death. 
Agreed that next steps are as follows:- 

- Get information on Boston Woods Trust 
- Talk to Parish Council – (Boston Woods precedent, Parish Plan  

mandate, WT window of opportunity, new Tree Committee 
impetus)  

- Create agreed organisation 
- Set up Lease 
- Hand over – publicity will be joint effort with WT 
- Implement Management Plan
